For three days last week, I was away with our Cluster Principals in Wellington.  We 
visited two schools and had a two hour meeting with Ministry of Education           
personnel: Mary Chamberlain and Darren Gammie. 
 
While it is interesting to see what other schools are doing, it also makes me hugely 
appreciate our own school. We really need to celebrate the passionate teachers we 
have, the quality learning we engage students in and be grateful for the fantastic 
learning environments and grounds that we have at Marton School.
