Last week | wrote about the professional development that our Leadership team
is undertaking, focussing on home/school partnerships. The focus last week
was on how you as a parent/caregiver can support your child - | hope that it was
helpful. The second part of the home/school partnership is what we are looking
at introducing - an initiative called the ‘Phone Home Programme’. This initiative
is already in many other schools around New Zealand and is extremely
successful. It is based on contacting home to celebrate and share the positive
elements of your child/ren’s day.

Every classroom teacher has a cell phone which the child uses to contact home.
The reason this does work is because there is immediate, instant contact with
home. The child feels extremely happy to know that mum or dad shares their
happiness and this can be talked about again when they are at home. It has
helped with student achievement as all students want to do their best in order to
have their whanau supporting them and this has also had a positive flow on
effect with behaviour.

We are going to trial this in Rooms 8 and 9 and see how we go. Obviously we
will need to look at how we can finance and support this if it is to be a school
wide initiative that we adopt. | have been in contact with a principal who knows
a little about sponsorship and funding so | will begin to follow the avenue he did
and see where we go to next.
